1. EXHIBITOR: Each Exhibitor must pay a $10.00 administration fee. Administration fee must 
accompany all entry forms except in: Special Needs (9001 - 9028), Manor (9101- 9160) and Youth 
(8016 - 8049) classes.  

2. ENTRY CLOSING DATE: Closing date for Homecraft entries is WEDNESDAY, SEPTEMBER 7, 
2022. Entry forms received after this time will be charged A LATE FEE OF $5.00. ABSOLUTELY NO 
ENTRY FORMS WILL BE ACCEPTED AFTER WEDNESDAY, SEPTEMBER 14, 2022.  

3. ENTRIES ALLOWED: Exhibitors may make ONE ENTRY only and receive ONE PRIZE only in each 
class. 

4. TAGS: Entry tags will be ready for pick up at the LEX office after 9:00 am Thursday, September 15, 
2022. Tags may not be picked up at the time of bringing in entry forms. ** Tags must be attached to 
the exhibit with flap closed upon Drop-Off. ** Tags do not need to be signed. ** ENTRY TAGS 
MUST NOT BE ALTERED OR CHANGED BY THE EXHIBITOR. ARTICLES WITH ALTERED 
TAGS WILL BE DISQUALIFIED AND NOT JUDGED. The Lindsay Exhibition Homecraft Committee 
reserves the right to open all entry tags after judging has been completed. 

5. EXHIBIT DROP-OFF: Exhibits should be brought to the Commonwell Exhibition Building between 
9:00 am and 8:00 pm on Monday, September 19, 2022. MANORS & SPECIAL NEEDS entries 
must be dropped off by 2:00 pm on Monday, September 19, 2022.  

6. Judging for MANORS & SPECIAL NEEDS will begin Monday, September 19 at 2:00 pm. Judging for 
ALL OTHER DIVISIONS begins Tuesday, September 20, 2022, at 9:00 am. 

7. EXHIBIT PICK-UP: Exhibitors must present their Exhibitor Card to claim their articles. Exhibits may 
not be removed until Monday, September 26, 2022, after 9:00 am and must be removed by 7:00 
pm. *Please note there will no longer be Sunday pickup. Perishable goods will be destroyed. 
ONLY JARS & RINGS WILL BE RETURNED.  

8. NEW EXHIBITS ONLY: (Excluding quilts) All items entered for competition must be NEW work, 
made by the exhibitor and completed since September 2021, this rule applies to all Homecraft classes 
(except quilts) and will be strictly enforced. Items shown in previous years will be disqualified. 

9. All articles for competition must be strictly the production of the person making the entry unless 
otherwise specified in the class description. Articles must not have any identifying name or label on 
them. 

10. Articles soiled, defaced by wear, or having unpleasant odour may not be eligible for competition. 
11. ABSENCE OF COMPETITION: In the absence of competition in any section or if articles exhibited 

are of inferior quality, the judge will award only such premiums as they deem the exhibits merit. 
Judges are asked to adhere to this rule. 

12. FRAUD: Upon the discovery of any fraud, deception, or dishonest practice, either in the preparation, 
ownership, or any fraudulent representation concerning any article exhibited, the Committee shall 
have the power to withhold the payment of any or all the premiums awarded to the Exhibitor proven to 
be guilty of such an offense. 

13. RESPONSIBILITY: While the Committee members will take every possible precaution under the 
circumstances to ensure the safety of articles sent to the LEX, the owners themselves must take the 
risk of exhibiting. Should any article be accidentally damaged, lost, or stolen, the Committee members 
will give all the assistance in their power towards its discovery, but no payment for the value thereof 
will be made. 

14. NO “FOR SALE” SIGNAGE: Exhibits may not be sold in the Exhibition Building. No advertising 
or signs will be allowed on exhibits. Exhibits are not to be sold at or during the fair in the exhibit hall. 

15. The Homecraft Committee reserves the right to interpret their own rules and regulations. 
16. Article means one item as specified. Pair means two. 
17. "Size” where specified is important - please read rules carefully.  
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18. Individuals who sponsor a ‘Special’ class in the Homecraft Division will not be eligible to enter in that 
particular class. This pertains to all Homecraft special classes. 

19. Absolutely no cannabis or cannabis by-products allowed. 
20. PRIZE MONEY: Prize money won will be paid by cheque and mailed in October. Cheques MUST be 

cashed by MARCH 1, 2023.  
21. For classes with less than 5 entries, prize money will only be awarded for 1st and 2nd placed exhibits. 

For classes with 5 entries or more, prize money will be awarded to 1st, 2nd, and 3rd placed exhibits. 
For classes where a gift certificate or other item is awarded in lieu of prize money, the associated 
prizes will be awarded to all placings, including any prize money. Sponsored classes are paid in full, 
regardless of the number of entries. 

22. The LEX competitions will be held according to the latest COVID-19 Event Protocol approved by the 
HKPR Health Unit. All then-current COVID-19 health and safety protocols will be in place and all 
participants, including but not limited to exhibitors, officials, and volunteers will be expected to adhere 
to the restrictions at all times. Anyone who fails to adhere to the restrictions will be asked to leave the 
LEX Grounds and will forfeit any prize money earned.

Maple Syrup Granola Recipe 
 To be used for Class 13 & 26 of Division 80 

 

Ingredients 

 

2/3 cup maple syrup 

1/3 cup packed brown sugar 

2 tsp vanilla 

4 cups old fashioned oats 

1 cup sliced almonds 

1 cup flaked coconut 

½ cup sunflower seeds 

2 cups raisins or crasins 

 

Instructions 

1. Preheat oven to 300ºC. 
2. Combine maple syrup and sugar in a medium saucepan, on medium heat. Stir frequently until the 

sugar has dissolved, then remove from heat. 
3. Add vanilla & stir in. 
4. In separate bowl, combine dry ingredients, reserve raisins/craisins. Once combined, add syrup 

mixture to dry ingredients. Stir until all dry ingredients are thoroughly covered. 
5. Prepare a baking sheet with cooking spray. Pour mixture onto sheet and spread evenly. 
6. Cook for 20 minutes, stirring at 5-minute intervals. Add raisins/craisins in last 10 minutes of cook time, 

then continue to stir at 5-minute intervals or until golden brown and crunchy.

RULES & REGULATIONS 

1. ALL EXHIBITS MUST BE GROWN BY THE EXHIBITOR IN 2022. 
2. FEE: $10.00 Administration fee must accompany all entry forms. 
3. ENTRY DEADLINE: Entries must be received by end of day WEDNESDAY, SEPTEMBER 7, 2022, 

or they will be charged AN ADDITIONAL LATE FEE OF $5.00.  ABSOLUTELY NO ENTRY FORMS 
WILL BE ACCEPTED AFTER WEDNESDAY, SEPTEMBER 14, 2022. 

4. ENTRIES ALLOWED: Exhibitors may make “ONE ENTRY” only and receive “ONE PRIZE” only in 
each class. 

5. TAGS: Entry tags will be ready for pick up at the LEX office after 9:00 am Friday, September 16, 
2022. Tags cannot be picked up at the time of bringing in entry form. LINDSAY EXHIBITION 
RESERVES THE RIGHT TO OPEN ALL ENTRY TAGS AFTER JUDGING HAS BEEN 
COMPLETED. 

6. NO ALTERING OF TAGS and handwritten tags are not allowed.  
7. BRINGING EXHIBITS: Bring exhibits to the Commonwell Exhibition Building from 3:00 pm - 7:45 pm 

Tuesday, September 20, 2022. Each exhibit must be securely tagged and in place ready for judging 
by 7:45 p.m. 

8. REMOVING EXHIBITS: Exhibits may be picked up on Monday, September 26 from 9:00 am to 
7:00 pm. *Please note there will no longer be Sunday pickup. Perishable items not picked up on 
Monday September 26, 2022, will be discarded without notification to the exhibitor. 

9. NO EXHIBITS will be given a prize unless deemed worthy by the judge. (Any competitor wishing to 
renew a portion of his or her exhibit because of wilting may do so after the day of judging but must 
keep to the original variety). 
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10. EXHIBITS are to be placed in sufficiently wide-bottomed containers to prevent tipping when handled 
by the Judge or Committee. 

11. DEFINITION OF DESIGN: An exhibit of flowers (or a composite exhibit) covering a definite number of 
specimens, or given area, arranged to create a pleasing effect. A display is to be judged both for the 
quality of the material used and for the artistry of the result. This term should be used rather than 
“Collection” if artistic effect is to be stressed. 

12. ALL GENERAL RULES of the Society which are applicable will apply. 
13. JUDGES will use the Ontario Judging Exhibiting Standards as their guide. 
14. PRIZE MONEY won will be paid by cheque and mailed in October. Cheques MUST be cashed by 

MARCH 1st, 2023. 
15. In the event that the COVID-19 pandemic negatively impacts paid attendance at the 2022 LEX, the 

Lindsay Agricultural Society (LAS) reserves the right to prorate prize money paid out in order to 
manage the financial impact on the LAS. The LAS guarantees that the prize money paid out for each 
show will, at a minimum, be the sum of the entry fees plus sponsorship dollars received for that show. 
If prorating of prize money is deemed necessary for a show, all exhibitor prize money for that show 
will be reduced by the same percentage. 

16. The LEX competitions will be held according to the latest COVID-19 Event Protocol approved by the 
HKPR Health Unit. All then-current COVID-19 health and safety protocols will be in place and all 
participants, including but not limited to exhibitors, officials, and volunteers will be expected to adhere 
to the restrictions at all times. Anyone who fails to adhere to the restrictions will be asked to leave the 
LEX Grounds and will forfeit any prize money earned.
